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Character User Interface (CHUI) General Ledger Balancing History :

Tired of looking at dozens of balancing reports each day?  
You may have forgotten The General Ledger Inquiry Balancing History.  

The General Ledger  Inquiry - Balancing History (GLIB) screen can be used in lieu of looking at the Daily Trial balance Reports run for each individual Balancing Account.  This screen gives a quick view of the previous days out of balance Master Balancing Accounts.  This includes the following daily reports:

AP   Trial Balance
AR   Trial Balance

GL   Order Entry Cash Sales Balancing Report

GL   Accrued Trade Payables “Purchase Order” Balancing Report

GL   Transfer Balancing Report

IC    Direct Order Inventory Trial Balance

IC    Non-stock Inventory Trial Balance
IC    Stock Inventory Trial Balance

General Ledger Balance History - Setup Required:
Set the option to “Track Balancing History” = “yes” on the General Ledger Administrator – Options (GLAO) screen.  This will allow the software to populate the General Ledger Balancing Transactions (GLEB) Table with information created running balancing reports.   
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General Ledger Inquiry - Balancing History:
The Data created from the Trial Balance Reports is made available on the General Ledger Inquiry - Balance History screen. 

The Balancing History displayed can be limited by: 
· Function (this is the report name like ICRTT)

· Job (Stored Job name – can be used without entering a function)

· GL Account #

· Start Date 

Transactions appear in date order, starting with the most current transactions. 
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So… on a daily Basis – Enter the last report date, usually today or yesterday depending on when the reports are scheduled, in the Start Date field and Press F1 <Go>. 
General Ledger Inquiry - Balancing History:
 This will provide you with a display of that days reported accounts.  By checking the “Variance” column you can quickly see if any of the reported Master Balancing Accounts went out of balance that day.

· The Daily Balancing Reports should still be run to a file, one file per day of the week,  so that the detail can be retrieved if necessary.  Monthly and Annual Reporting should not change.

· TB # 23041 fixed a bug correcting the Variance amount to reflect the “Daily Variance”.  This TB was fixed on version 5.0.000 of the SX.Enterprise software.

· GLRBM, the GL Unmatched Trade AP Trial balance is NOT included and balancing of this account should remain as was done previously.
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
